RULES AND REGULATIONS

The "Ernest Hemingway Prize - Lignano Sabbiadoro" is sponsored by the City of
Lignano Sabbiadoro with the support of the Autonomous Region of Friuli Venezia
Giulia.

The International Prize is divided into four categories, whose themes exemplify the
action and thought of the great American writer.

1. Literature: the Prize is awarded to a distinguished personality in the literary world,
whose writing reflects sincerity and attention to style, as in the best Hemingway's
lesson.

2. Life and work: the Prize is awarded to a writer, scholar or journalist who has
transfigured his/her biographical facts and experiences of important historical
moments or of everyday life into fiction or non-fiction works, making his/her life a
testimony to art and ethics.

3. Avdventure of Thought: the Prize is awarded to a philosopher or a writer who has
unlocked the contradictions of the present with clear ethical insight, interpreting them
in an original way, laden with consequences for the future.

4. Photography: the Prize is awarded to a photographer who published a photo book
on landscape after 1st January 2015.

Entry Rules

For the categories of Literature, Life and Work, Adventure of Thought and Photography
in order to be selected as candidates, works must be proposed by at least two
members of the jury panel.

Judging Panel

The Prize Judging panel is composed by the mayor of Lignano Sabbiadoro, Luca
Fanotto, or his delegate, the President of the Autonomous Region of Friuli Venezia,
Giulia Debora Serracchiani or her delegate, Alberto Garlini (Chair of the Judges), Gian
Mario Villalta (Secretary), Italo Zannier and Pierluigi Cappello (members).

The funtions perfomed as representatives of the authorities are free of charge, while
the others will be upon payment.

Awards
The four Prize winners, one for each category, will receive an award of € 4,000.

Prizes must be collected in person by the winners, failing which the prize will be
forfeited, at the Prize-giving Ceremony, which will take place in Lignano Sabbiadoro on
Saturday, 25 June 2016, except for serious and substantiated health reasons which
shall be appropriately documented.

Art. 5 Participation in the Prize implies the knowledge and the acceptance of all the terms of

this Regulation.
